	This is an eel weir.  River flow from top to bottom funnels eels into the wooden racks where they are harvested.  Boaters may pass to extreme left of right.  The chute is unsafe even if abandoned.

13.7 Miles

Travel Time
4.5 hours

This section starts in Callicoon, PA  at mile 304.  There is room for a number of cars and there is also a rest facility.   

We will paddle through several rapids, including Skinner’s Falls, a series of several drops over a distance of about ¼ mile.  For those who are reluctant to paddle this drop there is an easy path to carry past the falls or a boat can be easily lined down the drop by floating it on the end of a rope.  The rest of the trip is mostly moving water with some class I rapids and riffles.
Rest stops may be found just below the Damascus bridge mile 298.4 in PA and just below the Milanville Bridge mile 295.4 in NY.  We will take out a short ways above the Narrowsburg bridge around mile 290.1  The Narrows is the deepest part of the Delaware being 113 feet deep just downstream of the bridge.
This section passes through mostly wooded and farm land with a good chance of spotting aquatic birds.

As of today, July 2 the river stage at Callicoon is 4.2 feet with a temperature of 69f.  The weather forecast is for partly cloudy weather all week with temperatures in the 80s.  The water should be a little lower and the water temperature a little higher.  Sunday’s weather is forecast at 82 and partly cloudy.
